By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to set out for a place
that he was to receive as an inheritance; and he set out, not
knowing where he was going. By faith he stayed for a time in the
land he had been promised, as in a foreign land, living in tents, as
did Isaac and Jacob, who were heirs with him of the same promise.
For he looked forward to the city that has foundations, whose
architect and builder is God. By faith he received power of
procreation, even though he was too old — and Sarah herself was
barren — because he considered him faithful who had promised.
Therefore from one person, and this one as good as dead,
descendants were born, “as many as the stars of heaven and as the

innumerable grains of sand by the seashore.”

All of these died in faith without having received the promises, but
from a distance they saw and greeted them. They confessed that
they were strangers and foreigners on the earth, for people who
speak in this way make it clear that they are seeking a homeland. If
they had been thinking of the land that they had left behind, they
would have had opportunity to return. But as it is, they desire a
better country, that is, a heavenly one. Therefore God is not
ashamed to be called their God; indeed, he has prepared a city for

them.

THE HOLY COMMUNION

A note about receiving Holy Commmunion: In the Episcopal Church, we understand that
Christ is “really present” in the bread and wine provided from God’s table. All who claim
Christ as Lord are always welcome to receive the sacrament of Holy Conmunion in this

church. Children are welcome to receive communion at the discretion of their parents.

Come forward at the direction of the ushers. Receive the consecrated wafer in the palm of your
outstretehed hand from the first person who comes to you. To receive a gluten-free wafer, please
cross your hands palms down. You may drink from the chalice which the next person will offer
you. Receive the consecrated wine by guiding the offered cup to your lips and sipping, or by
intinction: lightly dip the wafer into the wine. Those who distribute the wine will wipe the

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chalice with a food safe sanitizer and turn it for the next person after each person recezves. Yonu
may also decide to take the wafer only. If you choose not to receive conmunion, you may cross
your arnis over your chest and receive a blessing as your presence is a blessing to all of us. Once
you have been blessed or received communion, you may offer a short prayer and then return to
your seat. If physical limitations mafke it difficult to come forward, please let an usher know

that we may have the honor of bringing communion to you.
